Ottawa County, on behalf of Environmental Health, a division of the Ottawa County Department of Public Health, is requesting pricing from qualified firms to provide household electronics waste (E-waste) recycling services, RFQ 19-11.  

The awarded Contractor shall have the capacity to provide collection, load, transport and recycling services for E-waste, as described in the project scope.  The awarded Contractor will be responsible to provide monthly household electronics waste recycling services at the four (4) County-specified collection sites (Exhibit A).  

The County intends to award an agreement for a length of three (3) years with option to renew for two (2) additional 12-month terms, if in the interest of both parties.

Pricing is to be submitted no later than Wednesday, January 9, 2019, by 2:00 P.M., ET, using the pricing form provided.  All requests for additional information or questions should be directed to Amy Bodbyl-Mast, purchasing.rfp@miottawa.org.  


VENDOR REQUIREMENTS 

· Contractor shall provide documentation of R2 certification and be a registered Electronic Waste Recycler per Michigan Law, PA 173, Electronics, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended;
· Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining and providing all permits, licenses, and registrations required by law;
· Contractor shall recycle and operate in accordance with all Federal, State and local laws and regulations;
· Contractor must comply with all applicable County rules, policies and procedures while on County property.






PROJECT SCOPE:
· Contractor is required to collect, package, load, transport, and recycle E-waste including, but not limited to*: 
· Computer monitors, CPU and computer accessories; 
· Televisions that may or may not contain cathode ray tubes (CRT); 
· Items containing circuit boards; 
· Fax machines, copiers, printers;
· [bookmark: _GoBack]VCRs, DVD players;
· Microwaves;
· Fluorescent bulbs;
· Other miscellaneous electronics and items containing batteries. 
	*Does not include appliances containing refrigerant

· Contractor shall provide a securable container with boxes, pallets, and other materials necessary for the collection of E-waste at each location;
· Contractor shall be aware that some of the sites may have space limitations for some types of collection containers (see Exhibit B for pictures of site locations);
· Contractor should take into consideration that the County does not have access to heavy lifting (fork truck) equipment.  Containers will need to be accessible from a reasonable height;
· Contractor shall be responsible for all loading and transportation of E-waste and the related costs;
· Contractor shall provide certification and any required document(s) showing whether E-waste collected from the County was recycled, transported, or de-manufactured;
· Contractor shall provide a receiving report/log which includes volumes (pounds), description, service date, manifest # and cost/unit or payment/unit within five (5) business days following the last day of the month; OR as negotiated with the County and agreed-upon pick up schedule;
· Contractor shall provide cost/credit pricing based on a per pound price. (Pricing may be provided on a product category basis (per net pound) and/or a flat rate across all electronics devices).

EXHIBIT “A” – INFORMATION, ADDRESS AND HOURS OF OPERATION FOR EACH COLLECTION SITE

The collection site addresses and hours of operations have been provided (see below), the collection sites are open limited hours. When open, the public will come and let the site attendant know what services they wish to use. The County can provide the awarded Contractor a key to collection sites if they wish to collect E-waste when the site is closed. 

All collection sites are fenced in.  There are no loading docks or pallet jacks at any of the collection sites. All sites are flat pavement as seen in photos provided in Exhibit B of the RFP document.  Currently, E-waste is collected in a mobile mini unit provided by the current e-waste contractor. Inside the unit are 5 large boxes on pallets for E-waste in which are sorted the 5 different categories. There is a drum for electronics cabling/cords. Any e-waste item too large for the boxes are placed aside.  

The contractor must remove all e-waste. Site attendants will be serving the residents coming to the site and should not be expected to assist with loading.  Contractors are welcome to visit collection sites on their own.  The County will not schedule or host any individual meetings with Contractors.
