Most only service homeowners (69%), some offer CESQG or small business services (31%)
Fees are collected for CESQG/small business services and bulky HHW

Most (82%) only service in-district (county, city, etc.) residents

Most are operated by disposal vendor (72%) with municipal oversight (62%)

Most difficult traditional HHW to service include medical/sharps, TVs and CRTs, and latex paint
