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Part 175 Recycling Reporting
· Annual Reports due November 15
· Still waiting on about 75% of reports to come in
· Added Mandatory Plus option for mandatory reporters
· Allows Mandatory reporters to report on additional materials besides the 7 defined in statute
· Last year we had 55 participants, this year we have close to 100
· FY 18 report will be developed and shared towards the end of the year with recycling totals
· Looking at a common registration form through Re-TRAC for multiple existing programs next year
· Ewaste recyclers, composters, and Scrap tire processors, for example, could register with the DEQ through Re-TRAC
· Developing with Part 115 amendments in mind to also utilize if they pass

Recycling Directories
· New materials being added as options to search for (such as coffee cups)
· Working on outreach to encourage participants to review and update their information as necessary
· Materials Marketplace was launched
· More of a facilitated “Craigslist” type platform to connect organizations with a supply of materials with end users of materials
· Similar concept but different from RMMD. 
· RMMD is more like a phonebook/directory, while Marketplace is more of an interactive system.
